Indicators of the development of the self-
concept of an individual in the conditions of today's challenges: basic psychological
approaches. The article highlights the main psychological approaches to the study of the self-
concept of an individual and its development. Based on the results of theoretical analysis of
cognitive-behavioral, psychoanalytic, humanistic, axiological, genetic-modeling, subject-
behavioral, systemic, etc. of approaches, the indicators of the development of the self-concept,
which determine the vectors of its development according to cognitive-reflexive, affective-
evaluative, conative-regulatory and spiritual-value components, are substantiated and
systematized. Attention is focused on the special significance of the spiritual and value aspect of
the self-concept in the context of the constructive development of the individual in the complex
conditions of today. The concept of self-concept maturity as an integral indicator of its
development is specified.
